IP Address for Equipment

Overview

Before setting up a wireless LAN connection for the Open Box and wireless LAN model,
understand the IP address states for the equipment below.

Access Point Mode

Open Box (number 1 in the figure below), wireless LAN module (2), and other wireless LAN clients
(4) have distinct IP addresses. When using the wireless LAN model with Access Point mode, the
wireless LAN module (2) and the WLAN Configuration screen (3) have the same IP address.

To set up the IP address of the Open Box (1), use the Windows® Control Panel on the Open Box.

To set up the same IP address for both the wireless LAN module (2) and WLAN Configuration
screen (3), refer to TCP/IP Configuration (see page 24).
